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In continuation of the long-standing relationship with First Hospital of Lanzhou
University, a team of medical volunteers from several institutions traveled to
Lanzhou in September 2008. The team, led by Jeff Myers, M.D., of Massachusetts
General Hospital for Children, worked with the local team to conduct 11 open
heart surgeries. The team also provided advanced training through lectures,
patient treatment and clinical collaboration with Lanzhou medical staff. The
Medtronic Foundation provided funding for this mission. In the past fiscal year,
Children’s HeartLink also supported treatment for 23 needy children through a
financial contribution to the Children’s HeartLink-Lanzhou Foundation.

Children’s HeartLink sponsored Shanghai Children’s Medical Center to
participate in the International Quality Improvement Collaborative for
Pediatric Congenital Heart Surgery in Developing Countries led by Kathy
Jenkins, M.D., a cardiologist from Children’s Hospital Boston. The project aims
to examine risk-adjusted mortality associated with congenital heart surgery in
developing countries. By collecting data from international surgical centers,

Dr. Jenkins’ team can assess performance and improvement of surgical outcomes.

Ecuador

Surveillance, Control and Prevention of Chagas Disease in Loja
and Manabi Provinces—Tropical Disease Institute of Obio University and
Catholic University of Ecuador

Chagas disease, which causes life-threatening cardiac complications,

results from contact with a parasite (triatomine) most commonly found in
substandard housing in Central and South America. Chagas disease typically
infects the hearts of young children, but can remain dormant for many years.
The Centers for Disease Control estimate that as many as 8 to 11 million people
in Mexico, Central America and South America have Chagas disease, most

of whom do not know they are infected. If untreated, infection is lifelong

and can be life-threatening.

Children’s HeartLink has supported Chagas disease education and prevention
for nearly a decade. In the past year, Children’s HeartLink provided financial
support for a prevention program that provides community-level education

for families, health care professionals, teachers and government health officials,
as well as health screenings for local children. In 2008, the project expanded
its geographic area, reaching 92 communities and about 4,000 households,
screening 1,653 children. In 2008, the project also developed a series of video
educational materials and podcasts to raise public awareness and educate
communities on Chagas prevention.



India

Each year in India, an estimated 270,000
children are born with congenital heart
disease. Without immediate intervention
and care, 80,000 of these children will
die. For nearly a decade, Children’s
HeartLink has worked to improve
prevention and treatment outcomes to
address key issues relating to pediatric
heart care in India.

Narayana Hrudayalaya Institute of
Cardiac Sciences has been a Children’s
HeartLink partner site since 2001.
Under the leadership of Devi Shetty,
M.D,, this program has become a major
cardiac center in India, performing
more than 25 open heart operations
each day. Last year, Children’s HeartLink
supported a volunteer clinical pharmacist
from Children’s of Minnesota who
spent a week assessing the clinical
pharmacy program at Narayana and
providing recommendations for future
development and training. Children’s
HeartLink also contributed funds to
support the treatment of 13 needy
children at Narayana, six of whom were
brought from Pakistan, and assisted in
transporting an Iraqi patient with a
congenital heart defect to Narayana for
an assessment of treatment options.

In July 2008, a small cardiac team from
Lucile Packard Children’s Hospital at
Stanford University traveled for an
assessment visit to Innova, where team

members also presented a workshop on pediatric cardiology and cardiac surgery
for local cardiologists, cardiac surgeons and pediatricians. In June 2009, a team
from Lucile Packard Children’s Hospital again traveled to Innova, this time for
a full-team cardiac mission. Once again, team members provided educational
sessions for a conference on pediatric cardiology geared towards pediatricians
and primary care providers from across India. Ten children received lifesaving
treatment, and funding was provided to support treatment for low-income
children. Innova is Children’s HeartLink’s newest partner site in India. The
main objective of this partnership is to support Innova in becoming the premier
center of excellence for pediatric cardiac care in the state of Andhra Pradesh.

At the Amrita Institute of Medical Sciences (AIMS), Children’s HeartLink
helped develop a sustainable model to build capacity and increase the quality
of care based on expertise from leading cardiac programs like Lucile Packard
Children’s Hospital at Stanford University and Children’s Hospital Boston.
Last year, Children’s HeartLink sponsored a third visit by an infection control
consultant from North America. This continued training relationship resulted
in the initiation of a formal study at Amrita on the impact of low-cost
interventions on control of health care associated infections.

Children’s HeartLink also provided support for Mohan Reddy, M.D,, from Lucile
Packard Children’s Hospital at Stanford University to attend and present at the
roth Annual Conference of the Pediatric Cardiac Society of India, hosted and
organized by AIMS. Dr. Reddy successfully performed two difficult operations
and showed his technique of unifocalization to the surgeons and delegates at AIMS.

Children’s HeartLink’s work in India is supported by a generous grant from the
Medtronic Foundation.

Kenya
Nairobi— Nzirobi Hospital

Children’s HeartLink’s involvement in East Africa spans more than 20 years,
and has evolved into our current partnership with Nairobi Hospital and its
cardiac program. Over the years, Children’s HeartLink has provided funding
and support for a catheterization lab, on- and off-site training for numerous
cardiac team members, a temporary residence for families of patients, assistance
in forming a charitable foundation, financial support for needy patients,

a rheumatic fever prevention program in four provinces, and critical medical
supplies and equipment. In the past year, Children’s HeartLink provided
financial support for lifesaving treatment of seven children at Nairobi Hospital.
St. Jude Medical helped made this work possible through the donation of two
mitral valves.
